GENERAL 

The Resident Annual Pass will be available for purchase at each county park. Applicants shall pay the Park Supervisor or 
official designee of the Park Supervisor the assessed fee of $75 ($65 for Maricopa County Senior Citizens 65 years or 
older). This pass will allow the user access to all County parks, excluding Lake Pleasant and Spur Cross Ranch  
Conservation Area. The Senior pass (65 and older) does include day use to Lake Pleasant (watercraft stamp available for 
an additional fee). 

1. Annual Pass. One pass per purchase. The pass shall expire one year from the date of purchase. No replacement 
passes shall be issued. If a pass is lost or destroyed, another pass may be purchased at the regular price. 

2. The annual pass is valid for a vehicle, pedestrians, bicycles, and horseback. No more than two vehicles shall be 
listed on the annual pass. Only one vehicle may enter the park per Annual Pass. Eligible users of the pass shall have 
the pass and a valid driver's license or similar identification, in their possession to prove eligibility. Users shall display 
these items to park personnel upon request. Seniors may be required to show proof of age upon purchase. 

3. The annual pass shall be shown to booth attendant if staffed. If visiting a Park and out of your vehicle, display pass 
on dash of vehicle. When using the self-pay station (iron ranger), the annual pass number must be written on the 
self-pay envelope. Remove stub from the self-pay envelope and display on dashboard. The annual pass is valid for 
day use only; not valid for camping. The pass does not allow use of showers or dump station. The annual pass 
is non-transferable. Sharing a pass with others is strictly prohibited. Annual pass holders will abide by all park rules. 
The annual pass is not valid if the park is closed for any reason (maintenance, filled to capacity, etc.).  

4. Make check or money order payable to: Maricopa County Parks & Recreation, and return to your favorite park. 
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
